Re:  Application For Virginia Driver's License

Dear [Redacted], 

I respectfully request that you accept my application and fee for a Virginia Driver's license (Encls 1 & 2).  I have enclosed a copy of my marriage license, birth certificate, passport, and a utility bill to show that I have legal presence in the United States and Virginia (Encls 3-6).  I present it to you knowing my case requires your Elevated Review Process.
As you know, I am prohibited by religion from identifying with a Social Security Number (hereinafter SSN).  There is no valid original application for a Driver's License on record with the Virginia DMV.  In the past, my name was wrongly associated with an alleged SSN on the basis of what amounts to identity-theft fraud.  There is certainly nothing within your agency's record keeping schedules that can warrant any documents being kept by your agency for more than ten years even if there was fraud or identity theft associated with your documents.  

Your agency's most recent letter to me regarding my Driver's License eligibility stated that your agency had to keep records according to your agency's "record keeping schedules."  Your agency did not reply to my reply-letter asking for a copy of those "record keeping schedules."  That makes it appear that those record keeping schedules did not warrant keeping any documents or records relating to me.
In the past, I've been told by your agency that 42 USC §666 is a mandate by the United States federal government requiring you to require me to identify with a SSN.  The SSA has stated officially "The Social Security Act does not require a person to have a Social Security number to live and work in the United States, nor does it require an SSN simply for the purpose of having one."
 My reason for not applying for, or associating with, a SSN is on the basis of bona fide religion.  To identify with such a number places a substantial burden on my religion and brings with it eternal punishment or reward for identifying or not identifying with such number according to the revealed law in the Holy Bible, Book of Revelation, chapters 13 through 21.  The requirements of 42 USC §666(a)(13) "in certain family matters" don't apply to the person of me, not a dead-beat dad.  Therefore, the requirements of 42 USC §666 are excused as it relates to me on the basis of 42 USC §2000bb. The law protecting religion in Virginia, Article I, Section 16 and the First Amendment of the United States are self-executing and ought to provide obvious protection in this situation.  Virginia, the SSA, or government others, can show no interest "to the person" that would trump those protections of law to warrant denial of a driver's license to me for not associating with a SSN.  

I daily increase in my need to absolutely-lawfully, not merely arguably-lawfully on the basis of Thompson v. Smith & Alexandria v. Texas Oil Co. as well as U.S. Supreme Court cases, use our ministry automobiles for the purposes of our Christian Ecclesiastical ministry.  I mentor a young man who has been subjected to bullying and robbery as he transits to and from public school.  I've agreed to give him rides to and from school according to the means I have available to me, that is our ministry's automobiles.  I need to also transport young men who I am mentoring to and from work.  I also need to provide transportation for the sake of our church youth ministry activities.  I am put in a situation where I have to forsake the use of an automobile for these very important ministries to needy people, or exercise the property right and injure my reputation appearing as a scofflaw, or I risk imprisonment at the hands of a law enforcement officer.  

I understand that a customer record must be generated related to this my valid application for a driver's license.  Such a customer record can have its own DMV generated customer number beginning with a "D" according to your "Driver Record Information" instruction.
  I implore you to grant my application, establishing a clean record that has no association with a SSN.  If the Social Security Administration or any other party thinks there is literally a "compelling" governmental interest against the "person" of me, where there is no less-restrictive to-my-religion means of accomplishing that interest, then let them bring the charge.  In the mean time, the driver's license application should be approved according to my request.    

Please help me.  I've been trying to solve this problem for over 21 years.  I am desperate for someone in government to abide by those protections of religion that are so important to Virginia and this nation.  We need to rise above this nonsensical obstruction without requiring me to forsake religion.  I am ready for you to direct me to the Hampton or Richmond DMV office to show my original documents, to pass the exams, to give an eye exam, have my photo taken, etc.
